for wastewater treatment. In Vermont, all

permitted septic systems require a leach field
of some sort. The first step to determine septic
capacity is a soils investigation. A backhoe
digs test holes and we examine the soil profile
to determine whether the soils are suitable for
a leach field.

At Earthbound Services we look at all the
available technologies that are permitted in
Vermont to help our clients find septic

capacity for their projects. In addition, we can
also perform hydrogeologic studies and
modeling to help increase septic capacity and
reduce leach field size.

Our next step in the permit process is
engineering survey work and development of
design plans for submittal to the VT
Department of Environmental Conservation
(DEC) Wastewater Management Division and

features of the project. We also inspect the
work of the contractor to assure that the
wastewater and water supply systems are
constructed according to the design plans.

WETLANDS ISSUES

Wetlands are becoming an increasingly
important part of permitting development
projects. We make a point of determining if a
VT DEC or U.S. Army Corps (USACE)
permit is required for any parts of the project,
early in the process. That way there will be no
surprises later. We meet on site with the VT
DEC Wetlands Division and work closely with
private wetlands delineators, where needed.

TOWN DEVELOPMENT REVIEW

In  Vermont, municipalities often have
development review regulations which become
more important when property is subdivided or

when multi-building projects are proposed. At
Earthbound Services, we communicate witt
local zoning and public works officials early in
the process to determine what their concern
are. Again, this helps avoid surprises later ot
in the process.

Although it is possible for our clients to deal
with much of the town development review
process without us being directly involved, we
prefer to be as involved in the process a
possible so that the project can proceed mor
smoothly.

GREEN DEVELOPMENT
